How to Remove a Tick:
Grasp the tick as close to the skin surface as possible witkigimed tweezers. Pull the tick straight out slowly.
Wash and treat the bite area with a disinfectant. See your doctor if you develop early symptorrsoohéakisease within
the next 30 days.
Tick-borne diseases can be treated with antibiotics, but early treatment is important. Serious illness or death can ocg
treated promptly.
DO NOT squeeze the tick, twist the tick, light the tick on fire, or cover the tick in petroleum jelly, nail polish, abcdeob-
sene.
